The short film ‘Juice’ focuses on gender inequality and the distorted vision of 

gender roles in a male-dominated society. The students had a great interactive 

session about how the mother plays the role of the host, cook, caretaker, cleaner 

and crisis manager whereas the father simply plays the host and enjoys the party 

with the guests.

Safety and security:  

● Safety norms are strictly followed by the college in all respects. Maintained adequate 

ventilation in classroom and labs. 

 

● Girl students are highly secured under the existing security system. CCTVs are installed 

at the entrance of the college building, quadrangle, canteen, in all classrooms, 

laboratories, office, corridors of each floor, library. 

 

● Fire safety equipment is installed in the college premises.  

 

● Presence of first aid boxes in the college staffroom, laboratories and the gymkhana.  

 

● ID cards are issued to the students and staff to prevent the entry of outsiders into the 

college premises. 

● Students’ redressal cell is present in the college. Statutory committees like Women 

development cell and Internal committee are both functional and actively organize 

activities to sensitize the students with respect to gender equity. 

● Separate Common rooms are provided for girls. Rooms are provided with necessary 

facilities like first aid box, rest room, mirror, chair, table, washbasin, dustbin, etc.
